SHow THEM THE BASsICS

Grip

(Right) The key is to have the
hands working together. Don’t be
concerned if your child’s grip is
strong or weak. The Snag grip is
color-keyed to show where the hands
should go. Cristian, who plays left-
handed, has his hands close together,
which allows him to swing the club,
not just hit the ball.

Address

(Far Right) By aiming young play-
ers in the correct direction and help-
ing with their posture, it allows a
good swing to evolve naturally.
Remember to be encouraging every
step of the way.
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I can’t think of another sport
where a parent and child can bond as
closely through sharing and enjoying
an activity as golf. I'm not only a
father to my children, we're the best
of friends.

With young children, I don’t
believe in bogging them down with a
lot of instruction and expectations.
Show them the grip and stance and
then just let them swing and have fun.
